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OBSOLETE PROPERTY REHABILITATION DISTRICT — 210 SOUTH WATER STREET

A public hearing was conducted to receive citizen comment regarding the establishment of an Obsolete
Property Rehabilitation District at 210 South Water Street.

Interim City Manager Crawford noted the memo from the City Assessor and indicated Council’s objective
this evening is to determine whether or not the property is obsolete as defined by the law.

The following people addressed the Council regarding the proposed district:

David Baldwin, owner of Trust Thermal 210 South Water Street, acknowledged that the Board of Review
had reduced the taxes but he said the property was appraised at an even yet lower amount. He was
looking for tax abatements to help him renovate the property for use by his company.

Justin Horvath, Shiawassee Economic Development Partnership Director, indicated the Assessor had
based his findings on information provided in the application, since the submission of the application

additional items have been discovered and it was his feeling the property met the standards for being
declared obsolete.

Roberto Larrivey indicated he was previously the listing agent for the property in question and he could
attest that the property was functionally obsolete.

There was further discussion regarding plans for renovating the exterior and the impact on taxes.

CITIZEN COMMENTS AND QUESTIONS

Shelva Cebulski, 1243 Marion Street, noted the blood drive at the Knight's of Columbus Hall on
Wednesday. She also said she would like to see the road repaired near the railroad tracks on Chipman
Street.

Abigail Cook, Junior Council Liaison, noted that this was the seniors’ last week and they were all excited
to graduate. She went on to note recent school events such as prom and those upcoming, such as the
honors convocation.

Joan Dennison, 150 North Baldwin Road, said she does not like the idea of reducing M52 to 3 lanes
saying it will be an issue for truckers.

Michael Cline, 621 Wright Avenue, commented on his issues with the police department including his
difficulty in obtaining complaint reports.

Justin Horvath, Shiawassee Economic Development Partnership Director, indicated he liked the proposed
tax abatement policy but was hoping for a few changes. He went on to list those changes and asked
Council to consider them.

Michael Tillotson, 1299 South Shiawassee Street, told Council of his recent trip to Kansas.

Tammy Van Sumeren of Family Video said she was excited to hear the Council would be considering the
rezoning proposal for the corner of Main and Dewey Streets initiated by her company.

Carole Powell, 3010 South Morrice Road, indicated she owned one of the homes that would be rezoned
and she supported the project.

James Powell, 3010 South Morrice Road, said he supports the proposed rezoning and feels it would be
good for the corner.
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Michael Bruff, former City Mayor, said he was happy to see the Family Video proposal was not a dead
issue. It was his hope that a new business there would spur the establishment of other businesses in the
area.

Roberto Larrivey, Team Larrivey Properties, LLC, indicated he was the listing agent for the property in
guestion. He said he had assembled the parcels and was very careful in his planning of the site so that it
would offer the maximum benefit to the new owner and the community.

Robert Ochodnicky, 106 North Dewey Street, indicated he owns one of the homes in question and he
was supportive of the project.

Thomas Taylor, Hardee's owner, indicated he had gone through the same process when he put up his
store and that he was supportive of the project.

Elwin Smith, 916 Division Street, inquired whether the proposed BMX track at the Grand Avenue Park
was a done deal. It was indicated the track is only in the planning stages and opportunities would be
offered for citizen comment along the way.

Mayor Frederick noted his pleasure in participating in the ground breaking ceremony for the Lebowsky
Center rebuild.

Councilperson Eveleth noted that he was days away from his 1% anniversary on the Council and that he
had enjoyed the job. He also noted that he was in support of the proposed rezoning at the corner of Main
and Dewey Streets.

Mayor Pro-Tem Popovitch, Council representative to the Planning Commission, indicated the denial of
the proposed rezoning at the corner of Main and Dewey Streets was not reached lightly and that while the
zoning map that is in place is outdated it is the law that is in effect and they had to abide by that. She
noted she felt the decision was worth reconsidering but that it needed to be recognized that the Planning
Commission carefully considered the proposal and came to the conclusion it should be denied.

Councilperson Forster inquired as to the procedure for receiving copies of a complaint. It was noted that
complaints are public information and could be requested at the Police Department. It was further noted
that Mr. Cline was asking for the results of an internal investigation that is on-going and is not public
information.

Councilperson Cook inquired as to the process for approving parks proposals such as the BMX track.
Interim City Manager Crawford noted that he was not sure there is a formal procedure but any proposal
would have to be closely examined by the Parks & Recreation Commission and possibly the Planning
Commission if necessary. Recommendations would then be given to Council for consideration.

He
also pointed out that due to the high traffic counts along M-21 Westown would be a great place for any
new business.

Michael Cline, 621 Wright Avenue, commented on receiving information on internal investigations. He
went on to say that he was promised a report in exchange for certain actions on his part. It was noted the
investigation in question is currently on-going and no report has been generated.

Eddie Urban, 601 Glenwood Avenue, told the Council about a basketball fundraiser held at Corunna
High School, saying it was a very enjoyable event.

Justin Horvath, SEDP Director, thanked the Council for the opportunity to comment on the tax abatement
policy. He said he thought it was a fine policy and would encourage other jurisdictions in the County to
adopt something similar.

Mayor Frederick commended City Engineer Baker and Owosso Main Street for their forethought in
suggesting bike racks at entrances to the downtown area.

Councilperson Erfourth noted that he would like to explore the idea of developing a methamphetamine
clean-up ordinance. He also inquired about the status of the 2 mortgage on the Lebowsky Center.
Lastly, he noted the large pothole on Oak Street near Emerson School.

Councilperson Cook indicated he would like an update on progress with the masterplan and the filling of
the Community Development Director position at the next meeting.

Councilperson Forster indicated she would like a permanent 4-way stop installed at the corner of South
Washington Street and Stewart Street. Councilperson Martenis seconded the idea.
